It makes me smile to see 
them wave the flag proudly all over the grounds. And even better is 
when the Dad signs up to do genealogy. 
 
  The August first Monday will be the 4th-5th and 6th of August. We 
will set up that Friday Morning on 04August and enjoy the weekend 
in the tent. As always, I will need Volunteers and please dress com-
fortably for the weather! When it gets cooler I will get volunteers to 
wear uniforms at First Monday and those that do will be asked 
many times to be photographed with the visitors. A Confederate Sol-
dier is more popular than Santa at our tent! 

  At our meeting on Monday 24 July2017 we will be discussing buying an 10ôX20ô all-
weather event tent that is larger and better suited for First Monday. An all-weather tent 
will be better suited for rain, snow and more. The main reason is it gives us more room 
inside and it wonôt require the time to dry like our canvas tent does now. This investment 
will serve the camp for many years to come and it can be heated in cold weather and lat-
er on we can run an air conditioning unit in it as well to help with the heat. Plus, I can fly 
more flags from the perimeter of the tent. 

  As we grow in size I will be asking men to please get uniforms so we can march as a unit 
in parades. Think of it, 50 men with muskets marching behind the color guard with all 9 
flags!

For those on a budget there are replica non-firing 3 band Enfield muskets that can be 
purchased for under $200.00 so the investment with uniform cap box cartridge box and 
musket can be well under $500.00.

And from the curb 
the replicas will look good to the public. We can field an impressive unit at parades and 
services around the area. And fire imaginations of those seeing this and wanting to join in 
and embrace their Confederate Ancestors as well! 

  Iôve lately been thinking of getting Coe horn Mortars for the camp. They can be pur-
chased for about $800 each, think of the impression that would make with 4 of them be-
ing fired at Cemetery services. Our own Artillery Unit! This will be on the agenda. 

  We also will be discussing a monument honoring the Confederates buried in Springtown 
and maybe old City Greenwood. This may be more fitting than the Soldiers memorial 
park since the City designed it years ago and we as a camp did not ask to be included. 
   
  Remember, each one of you is a representative of our camp. Tell your kinfolk, friends 
and more about our camp. We can use good men and their sons as members! And we will 
remain the best camp in the SCV! 

  Fall is around the corner. Once again, we will be going to Springtown for the Wild West 
Festival, Back to Paradise, to Chico and Bridgeport this year, along with First Monday 
each month and the Veterans Day Parade and the Christmas Parade we will be busy this 
fall.
